Result  Beat  by  Points 
1. Enter players names A,B and C for first listed team on fixture list, X,Y and Z for second listed team. Each player to keep the same letter throughout the match. 
2. Each set consists of four games starting 0-0 and played up to 11. Enter the result of each set in columns 1 - 4. 
3. Refer to Handicap Conversion chart (on reverse) and enter in 'Handicap' column of player receiving points, the number he or she received whilst leaving the corresponding column of opponent blank. 
4. Add the 'Actual Scores' and 'Handicap'  and put the sum in 'Total Points' column. 
5. At the end of each game enter the 'Game Points' for each player. One point for a win, zero for a loss, 1/2 point each for a draw. 
7. At the end of the 5 matches, add up and enter the Totals i.e. 'Total Points' and 'Game Pts'. Complete the Result box as confirmation of the Total Game Points only. 
NOTE : The 'Total Points' will only be taken into consideration at the end of the tournament in the event of a tie in the Total Game Points. 
A player can only play for one team in a season in the Handicap Cup Competition.
